NOTES FOR STAKED TOMATOES

1/  Yield is expressed in 25-pound boxes per acre.  Gross (picked) yields wouldOSU
    be about 12, 18, and 24 tons per acre.  83% of gross yield is harvested;Farm
    17% is cull fruit.  Marketed yields are 10 tons (800 boxes), 15 tonsManagement
    (1200 boxes), and 20 tons (1600 boxes).Extension
2/  $.32/lb. equates to $8.00 per 25-pound box.  Green pack tomatoes are sold
    based on 3 grades and 3 sizes.  The price per box can vary greatly depending
    on the market, the grade, and the size.
3/  Two basic plant spacings are usually used.  They are 24 inches x 5 feet =
    4356 plants per acre, and 30 inches x 5 feet = 3485 plants per acre.
    Sunny speedling plants cost about $40/1000.
4/  The fertilizer is based on the following soil test; pH=6.8, Pl=90, Prepared by
    K20 = 350, C.E.C. = 15, O.M. = 3%.  All growers would broadcast fertilizerGary Schnitkey
    and use fertilizer in planter water.  Most growers sidedress fertilizer.
    All growers foliar feed to some extent.  It varies from 1 to 12 applications.
